Coming from the South of Vancouver Island on Highway 19 (Inland Island Highway) you can take one of two ways:

Take the Buckley Bay Exit, and turn left on Highway 19A towards Courtenay.  After 18 Km or so turn left at the traffic light 
onto Royston Road towards Cumberland.  Pass the railway line.  Trent Road is the second on the left and 3636 is the last 
house on the left before you come to the woods. 

Alternatively you can stay on Highway 19 all the way to Courtenay, take Exit 117 and the Connector road.   After one Km or 
so, take the first exit on the right on Minto Road.  After 4 Km you come to a T intersection with Royston Road.  Turn left, 
Trent Road is the first turn on the right, 3636 is the last house on the left.

For the series registration

$500 non refundable deposit payable by March 15th .  
The balance payable in one post dated cheque for April 15th

All prices subject to 12% HST

Withdrawals
Anyone withdrawing from the entire program by lunch time on April 16th  shall be entitled to a full refund of all fees paid, less 
a 20% administrative fee.

Anyone withdrawing from the entire program by the end of the first weekend (April 17th) shall be entitled to a full refund of all 
fees paid less a fee of $285 plus HST for the workshop received and a 20% administrative fee. 

Anyone withdrawing from the entire program between May 27 and June 24  shall be entitled to a full refund of all fees paid 
less a fee of $285  plus HST for each of the workshops already received and a 50% administrative fee. 

Anyone withdrawing from the entire program after June 24  shall forfeit all fees paid and shall receive no refund. 

Missed classes
No rebates shall be given for classes missed by students but all course notes and manuals shall be provided.

Cancellation
If for any reason the course is cancelled, all students shall receive a full refund of all fees paid less a fee of $285 plus HST 
for each of the workshops already received.
